The quiz will consist of short answer, multiple choice and true/false questions. Anyone arriving late will have only the remaining time to complete the quiz. 

EXAMS:

Two exams will be given: one at midterm and one the week before final lecture exams.  The final is non-cumulative and will include only the material covered after the mid-term. Both exams are multiple-choice and closed book. The exams will also contain short written-answer questions (one on the midterm; three on the final). The topics for these questions will be covered in labs.
GRADING:

You must pass the lab to pass the course, regardless of your lecture grade.  No exceptions!  Only one grade is given for the course (lab and lecture combined).  Lab counts 30% of course grade.  Lab is graded:
