GEOL 3020 - Historical Geology is the study of the evolution of landforms and life-forms through
geologic time. Geologic features such as rock types and fossils are used to interpret and date past
events. The first third of the course introduces the basic geologic principles underlying historical
geology; the second two thirds of the course focus on the geologic evolution of the North American
continent and the evolution of life on Earth.
